Submission Deadline: May 1, 2012 
 

 

FORMAT INFORMATION 
 

Categories: JK-1, 2-3, 4-6, 7-8, 9-12  
 

Writing entries must be presented in English, typed and double-spaced, 50 to 200 words for Elementary 

Divisions, and 100 to 350 for Secondary Divisions. 
 

Poster entries must be original “free-hand” work and the dimensions should not exceed 50 cm x 50 cm.   
 

Digital Art entries may include computer-generated artwork, and/or digital creations derived from original 

photographs and/or scanned original images. The dimensions should not exceed 50 cm x 50 cm. ALL digital 

work must be submitted in hard copy and teachers are asked to confirm that no copyright infringement has 
occurred before submitting entries for consideration.   
   
NOTE: All entries must be the student’s original and previously unpublished work.  

 

SUBMISSION INFORMATION 
To safeguard the privacy of each student, projects should only be signed with the student’s first name or 

initials on the front. However, in order for the entry to be included in the judging, the student’s full name, 

grade and school must be clearly printed on the back of each project.  
 

Class Entries must be submitted in a binder/book format with the name of the school and grade(s) on the 
front. The teacher must include a fully completed entry form and a list of participating students at the back 

of the binder/book.     
 

Individual Student Entries must include a fully completed entry form (taped on the back) and signed by 

the Parent, Guardian or Teacher.  
GENERAL INFORMATION 

Awards, sponsored by Barzotti Woodworking, are given as an incentive for participation. Judging, by the 

Guelph Arts Council, is based on the originality, creativity, and overall presentation of the theme. Recipients 

of the award will be notified prior to the festival.
